States. As such, it responds to global youth needs and aspirations. This serves both to consolidate and
innovate UNESCO’s action on youth.

In line with the Agenda 2030, the Strategy is built on the premise that youth are key partners and actors for
development and peace. It also provides the framework for constructive partnerships with and between
youth organizations and youth-related stakeholders.

The Strategy puts forward three multidisciplinary and complementary axes of work, which incorporate the
full range of UNESCO’s expertise in its fields of competence, namely 1) policy formulation and review with
the participation of youth 2) capacity development for the transition to adulthood and 3) civic engagement,
democratic participation and social innovation.

Over the last 40 years, following the decisions and guidelines of the Intergovernmental Council and its
Bureau, the IPDC has focused its projects on the most urgent priorities in communication development all
around the world.

The efforts of the IPDC have had an important impact on a broad range of fields covering, among others,
the promotion of media independence and pluralism, development of community media, radio and
television organizations, modernization of national and regional news agencies, and training of media
professionals. IPDC has mobilized some US$ 120 million for over 2000 projects in more than 140 developing
countries and countries in transition.
